· Early Care

· Higher Ed

Joy – priority registration for former foster youth moving along, campuses with guardian scholar type programs are starting that. For institutions without such a program would be good to get info another way, maybe by collaborating with another campus.

Suggests extending the age, because there is gridlock, lots of students can’t pass major classes which have waiting lists. Priority reg was successful carrot, more students engaging in program now.
Gloria from SF – SF comm coll has enrolled for summer 50 guardian scholars kids. Former group to mentor new guardian scholars coming in. 
Jordan horowitz – done beta-testing foster youth smart tool – will start with secondary group then statewide, so postsecondary institution can flag student in database – then answer questions such as what were their CSTs, what was highest math course, where do they go after community college.  Tool rolling out in next 2-3 weeks. Includes data about whats heppning with these youth in postsecondary school. It’s been beta-tested. Opening in next couple of wks. Limited webinar this week to those involved in career ladders project and comm colleges and a couple of the 4 yr schools. By june, rolling out statewide.
· National
Jesse – 
In November 2011, convening that HHS and dept of ed put on for state teams around improving ed outcomes, something similar coming up around use of psychotropic meds for foster children.

Other update – there is a HHS grant around ed stability. Past year grantees convening in dc in june? To share best practices etc. jesse is facilitating it, hopes to bring back best practice one pagers from the 13 states.
· Budget

Didn’t hear the FYS budget line item, bc of confusion about whether it was withdrawn. Was verbal commitment from dept of finance. New budget out today.  We’ve heard the issue is fixed in budget – but wating to see it in writing. Just came out this morning –someone will comb through and make sure and email the task force. 
There are some small increases in budget but there are huge losses in higher ed.

· Information Sharing- FUP Project

New state level workgroup on improving ed outcomes of foster children. Priority is data sharing. Project plan to go to individual counties – 7 or 8 – and have conversations around which data elements would be helpful to support ed success and who should see the data elements. If we were to design ideal system for data sharing, what is all the data that would go into it, and then which elements should different stakeholders be able to see – 490 liaisons, social workers, casas, foster parents, judges, judicial staff. Being led by the AOC. Supported by FosterEd aand CDE. Where should we be 5 yrs from now in terms of data sharing. FUP = federated security user protocol. Federal effort not limited to child welfare. By end of summer hoping to meet with 7-8 counties and develop recommendations to blue ribbon commission, child welfare council, etc.  sacarmento, san diego, others – having call after this meeting. CWDA is eager to be involved. Wil send out whole plan to task force after it goes through the IEOCC (a workgroup of the SIT).
Michelle – user access chart, will send.

· Blue ribbon commission meeting

BRC had data sharing recommendations and dsicussions since 2006, basis was statewide case management system for courts which was axed and same with redesign of child welfare system. But push for data sharing has continued. One aspect is re-focusing on local county initiatives, and BRC will take look at updating its recs to reflect modern reality. If it includes healthcare records for kids there may be some resources associated.
Also, BRC had meeting recently – Jackie and chris are members – chief justice spoke – about ed summit in ny she attended- charged BRC with developing recommendations around school discipline and truancy - 
Fact Sheets
Task force should update fact sheets.  Maybe after this legislative session. Gov has to sign everything by sept 30th. 
Maybe form workgroup around this. 

Maybe start in October after the summit. Make it a priority for the fall. 
Those who are sponsoring bills will be asked in November to take a look at the fact sheet.

Gina oversees ed issues for vulnerable youth for ca charter school association
Relationship between foster children and charter schools
Why is there a barrier getting foster kids into charters? 
124 SELPAs in California

SELPAs exist for an administrative purpose – they are an administrative unit – admin pass-through for state and fiscal money – most do not actually provide the services, unless it’s a single district SELPA
 There can also be charter-only SELPAs
Charter that is approved into a SELPA functions as its own LEA
2 options exist 

· school of district for special ed (you never see the actual funds for kids with need if you are in a charter school – different notion of choice – often kids are getting transferred back into the district schools because they have an IEP and the charter school doesn’t have xyz service because they don’t get funding for the services – so 3 yrs ago, tried to fix this – right now there are 3 charter SELPAs. Creating mini special ed departments around the state, consortium to provide the charters access to service providers if they need them. Now have 6-7 of the consortiums around the state. 97 schools are part of the consortiums – LA, San Diego, Nevada County, Bay Area, Sacramento – now 210 schools that are LEAs of their SELPAs)
· LEA for special ed

Jesse – maybe not concerted effort to educate about how to enroll a foster child in charter schools. Also issue around immediate enrollment for foster children and charter schools. What does that mean for charter schools with waiting lists? Also generally charters may only enroll on X day every month – but foster youth need to be immediately enrolled, not wait for regularly scheduled day. Doesn’t work when charters are rigid about things like that.
Data collection – how do we know who they are, and how mark it, how get more kids in early. 
School of origin issue

Procedures around expulsion from charter – “disenrolling” as opposed to expelling
Charter SELPAs are responsible for mental health provision as well
